The KMTA Executive and Advisory Board is commissioning Miriam Overholt to compose a work, 
premiere it at the Fall Conference in Lindsborg, and enter it into the MTNA Commissioned 
Composer Program Competition. MTNA is dedicated to encouraging the creation of new works by 
American composers and annually assists its affiliated state associations in the generation and 
performance of new music through the national composers commissioning program. A newly 
commissioned composition receives its premiere performance at the conference of the state MTA 
that commissions the work. To further promote and recognize outstanding contributions to 
American music, MTNA annually has its state affiliates submit 
commissioned compositions to a panel of recognized composers for 
selection of the MTNA-Shepherd Distinguished Composer of the 
Year. The new work of the selected composer is presented in a 
performance at the MTNA 
national conference, and the composer is proclaimed the MTNA 
Shepherd Distinguished Composer of the Year. The selected 
composer receives a $3,000 award, funded by Sylvia Shepherd, 
MTNA member from California. 

Miriam Overholt is an active composer who is frequently 
commissioned to write for orchestras and choirs. Her music has 
been widely performed and has been featured at the prestigious 
Midwest Clinic, an International Band and Orchestra Conference in 
Chicago, Illinois. She is director of Camp da Capo, a chamber 
music retreat for adult wind and string players sponsored by Chamber Music at The Barn in 
Wichita, Kansas, and is also the Director of Music for Church of the Savior in Wichita. 

Much of Mrs. Overholt’s composition background comes from her studies with Dr. John Leavitt 
and Dr. Walter Mays, Distinguished Professor of Music at Wichita State University. Gaelic 
Gathering is the third piece in her trilogy of music for strings inspired by the British Isles. Irish 
Fantasy and A Scottish Journey are the other two works in this trilogy. Neil A. Kjos Music 
Company has published all three works separately.

·  All students will be judged by one adjudicator on their general musicianship and quality of 

performance. 
·  Technical suggestions of a general, not necessarily an instrument-specific, nature will be 

made by the adjudicator. 
·  Ratings will be I (Superior  musicianship with a polished performance); II  (Very good 

musical understanding and quality of performance);  III (Good musicianship overall and 
quality of performance); IV (Fair musicianship or quality of performance). 

·  A plus or minus may be used by the adjudicator to further define the rating. 
·  Written comments supporting the rating will be given; verbal comments, also, if time allows. 
·  This performance category will be for District Level only. 
·  Students will be scheduled during the time allotted for their grade-grouping, only. 
·  Award ribbons for “Special Recognition” will be given at the discretion of the adjudicator. 
·  Awards will be presented at the conclusion of each grade-group’s audition period.

SPRING BOARD MEETING

June 7, 2008 
 

Those present:  Sharon Kriss, Pat Ziegelmeier, Karol Hickel, Dan Masterson, David Tauscher,

President Sharon Kriss called the meeting to order at 1:10 p.m. and had board members 
introduce themselves.   The fall board meeting minutes were in the winter issue of the Update, 
and they were approved as printed. 
 
Pat Ziegelmeier, executive secretary, presented complete financial reports.  Glenda Phillips 
moved that the reports be accepted as presented.  Lisa Studtmann seconded the motion, and it 
was approved. 
 
Glenda Phillips, historian, reported that she had checked the KMTA archives that are housed at 
Kansas State University, and we need materials from the year 2000 to the present.  Anyone who 
has items is asked to mail copies to Glenda, so she can update the archives. 
 
Nancy Blockcolsky, chair of Music Progressions, reported that  we had good numbers 
throughout the state in Music Progressions events this year. 
 
Lisa Studtmann, Local Association Chair, said that her committee gave out $3,000 in grants to 
KMTA associations last year.  She mentioned that a student chapter had asked for a grant to be 
used for student travel to MTNA conference, and she wanted board input on this.  The board 
consensus was that KMTA association grants should be used for local events, not travel.  Lisa’s 
committee will meet Thursday, September 25, ahead of our fall conference to determine the 
grants for this coming year. 
 
In new business, Nancy Blockcolsky moved that we waive KMTA membership fees for first 
time members to our organization.  Glenda Phillips seconded the motion.  After discussion, the 
board voted, and the motion failed.  It was suggested that local associations might help cover the 
cost of state dues for new members if there is a need to do so. 
 
Mileage reimbursement for Music Progressions facilitators and audition judges was discussed.  
The consensus of the board was to consider this carefully until our fall board meeting and take 
action then.  In the meantime, chair persons should be careful in planning, so that they can at 
least try to break even on expenses.  Facilitators and judges should plan to carpool whenever 
possible. 
 
David Tauscher,Vice President for Auditions, reported to the board about online enrollment for 
fall auditions.  We will be using classicaledge.org to handle this for the upcoming year, and there 
will be a link on our website. 
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In other new business, raising the grant for our MTNA conference representative was discussed.  
Nancy Blockcolsky moved that KMTA reimburse our representative for airfare, hotel and a meal 
allowance to the extent that the representative’s expenses aren’t covered through his/her school.  
The motion failed for lack of a second.  After more discussion, Nancy moved that the grant for 
the KMTA representative to MTNA conference be raised to $1,000.  Becky Dudrey seconded the 
motion, and it passed. 
 
Vice President for Auditions, David Tauscher, announced that the state honors auditions will be 
held in Lawrence this year on November 8 and 9.   He also brought up  concerns that he and 
Shiao-Li Ding, Collegiate Audition Chair, have about the small enrollment in KMTA wind, 
brass, vocal, and string competitions.  He asked the board if we should continue these auditions 
if there are fewer than five in each category.   After discussion, the board concluded that we 
should continue district auditions for all divisions with entries.  Whether or not to have state 
auditions for those divisions with few entries will be determined by David and Shiao-Li, at their 
discretion. 
 
Julie Watson, newsletter editor, requested that we leave the Update and conference ad prices the 
same for the time being.  She would like to consider upgrading in the future though. 
 
KMTA-KMEA liaison, Betty Smith, moved that we allow $500 for KMEA as a line item in our 
budget.  David Tauscher seconded the motion, and it carried. 
 
Dan Masterson, Vice President for Conference, presented the proposed schedule for fall 
conference to be held at Bethany College in September.  Several suggestions were discussed.  
Dan will work out details this summer. 
 
Our business liaison, Lori Supinie, offered to host our KMTA fall conference at Senseney Music 
in Wichita next year.  Tentative date for the conference will be September 25 & 26, 2009.    
 
There was discussion on the best date for spring board meeting next year, and the board 
consensus was to schedule the meeting June 6th.   That date will be announced throughout the 
year, so all board members can reserve that day for KMTA.
