Jill Citro Hannagan has taught music since 1979 and early childhood music since 1986.
She has served as an adjunct faculty member at the University of Delaware, offering
elementary music methods classes; she also teaches music to more than 100 children
ages birth through eighth grade at the Hockessin Music School, in Hockessin, Delaware.
As one of Musikgarten’s 13 Teacher Educators, Ms. Hannagan is extensively involved with
teacher-training workshops; she is co-author of Musikgarten’s group-piano curriculum.,
Music Makers: At the Keyboard. Ms. Hannagan’s publications include articles for Clavier
Magazine, MENC'’s Spotlight on Education and the Foundation for Music-Based Learning’s
Early-Childhood Connections.

In 2006 she presented for national conventions of
the Music Educators National Conference, the Music
Teachers National Association, and the Suzuki
Association of the Americas. She has also
presented at regional MENC conventions, as well as
at state music conferences in Delaware, Maryland,
Minnesota, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Utah, and
Virginia. Her professional experience includes high-
school instrumental, church music, early-childhood
music classes, and piano instruction for individuals
and groups.

Hannagan founded the University of Delaware Community Music School in 1994, acting as
its Director through 1999. Ms. Hannagan has served on the Board of Directors of the
Delaware Music Educators Association (DMEA) and the Early Childhood Music and
Movement Association (ECMMA). In addition to presenting workshops for the American
Montessori Society and the Orff Schulwerk Association, she has been a curriculum
consultant to the public schools of Wicomico County, Maryland and has acted as a
clinician for the Department of Transportation Child Development Center, in Washington,
D.C.

Ms. Hannagan has trained early-childhood faculty in the preparatory divisions of the Music
Institute of Chicago, the Peabody Institute, and the Wheaton Conservatory. Additionally,
Hannagan has taught workshops throughout the entire United States and Canada. During
the summer of 2006, Hannagan traveled to Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, where she conducted
a 7-day workshop on group piano to over 30 Malaysian piano teachers.

Research shows that children from birth to nine years of age are in the developmental stages of
their music aptitude, and the child’s music aptitude changes based on early and repeated
experiences. Simply stated, early and appropriate experiences during the first nine years of a
child’s life determine his or her potential to succeed in music. This is important to understand
because anyone who teaches piano to young children has to realize that appropriate instruction for
this age child is that which nurtures the child’'s tonal and rhythm aptitudes. The best thing that we
can do to nurture a child’s tonal and rhythm aptitudes is to sing and move with the child. Once the
child has a strong aural and movement foundation in place, we should start layering musical
concepts and instrumental skills on top of that foundation, but that must be done at the appropriate
time and at a suitable pace.

The group is the perfect setting for singing, dancing, and drumming, all of which nurtures the tonal
and rhythm aptitudes of the children, while at the same time it establishes a shared repertoire that
the children will enjoy learning to play on the piano/keyboard. By establishing a strong music
foundation as well as a positive relationship between the child and a specific repertoire, you are
equipping the child with a tuneful and rhythmic body through which s/he can express music at the
piano, as well as the desire and motivation to do so. Addresses standards 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6.

As educators, we often hear about the benefits of having good eye-hand coordination. But as
musicians, and particularly piano teachers, we need to concern ourselves with fostering good ear-
hand coordination. When a child learns to first sing the songs that he will eventually play on the
piano, the piano becomes a natural extension of the primary instrument, which is the child himself.
By singing the songs the child is internalizing the music, allowing the voice and the ear to guide the
hands in playing the piece.

By utilizing the process of singing before playing, the ears become what Maria Montessori would
refer to as “the self-correcting instrument”. This ear/hand connection not only guides the hands as
to what to play, but also helps the child recognize mistakes and enables him to correct them.

Grouping young students together fosters a fun, non-threatening environment in which singing
games can flourish. Not only do the children internalize the music, but they are motivated by both
their peers and their love of the songs. The ears then naturally guide the hands as the child learns
to play the well-loved repertoire on the piano.

This lecture/participatory session will discuss the rationale and give practical suggestions for
developing the ear/hand connection. Video clips of piano classes will be shown to illustrate this
successful teaching technique. Addresses standards 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6.

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KMTA MUSIC PROGRESSIONS 2008

Last spring, we launched the new version of Music Progressions. We received many positive
comments about the revisions, and this year, we will use Set 2 materials for the first time. If you are not
familiar with Music Progressions, please check out the Music Progressions portion of the KMTA website.
The curriculum guide is available for free download, as well as the Music Progressions Resource
Handbook, compiled by Sally Buxton.

Based on the comments by teachers and event chairs, we have made corrections to the Set 1
tests and will use the corrected tests next year for the 2009 events.

If you or your local association are hosting an event this year, please contact Nancy Blockcolsky to
receive a complete set of papers. When you make the request, you will receive the following:

A complete set of Set 2 papers (Set 1 will be used in odd-numbered years; Set 2 will be for even-
numbered years)

The number of copies of the listening CDs you request. For example, if your event has two
listening rooms, you may request two sets of the CDs.

The number of certificates you need for your event.

Please note that the fees for the event changedtgear! The fees for Music Progressions
are as follows: Levels 1-2: $18.00, Levels 3-1820.00. You may use this Music Progressions
enrollment form, or you may download it from the KMTA website. Not all districts use this form
Please contact your event chair to find out whichdrm to use.

The overview of the 2006 edition contains important information regarding the new curriculum
that is not available elsewhere. If you skipped the overview and went right to the level requirements, you
may have missed some key elements. Please read the overview carefully if you haven't already. There
are many small details you may need clarified as you prepare students for Music Progressions. Please
contact your event chair with questions or contact Nancy Blockcolsky directly. One item which seemed
to cause a bit of confusion was the preparation of two forms of the minor scales early on. Please note
that if a student prepares D natural minor and D harmonic minor, this counts as one key, not as two. The
student should also prepare both forms of the minor scales in another key in order to meet the
requirement for two different keys. The facilitator may not necessarily ask for both forms of the minor
scale; if time is running short, this is an easy way to save a minute or two.

Also, we have had teachers ask if students can play scales, etc. before their pieces in order to
have a chance to get fingers warmed up and play the instrument before having to try the nuances of
dynamics, etc. on an unfamiliar piano. Facilitators should be able to accommodate this, provided the
student requests it.

Finally, some of the rhythm examples may be extremely difficult (especially at the upper levels) at
a metronome marking of quarter equals 72. The goal is for the student to demonstrate an ability to tap a
rhythm pattern accurately. 72 should be considered a guideline, but facilitators should be prepared to
allow the student to use a slower tempo in complex rhythm patterns.

KMTA Music Progressions received broader recognition in 2007 when Washington State Music
Teachers Association requested to purchase the curriculum and tests. After discussion, the KMTA
Board decided that we would sell them the curriculum and Set 1 tests, with the option to purchase Set 2
when it is completed. It is exciting that teachers in other states are acknowledging the value of this
program that so many teachers have worked so hard to develop. Our organization should be proud to
have produced such a quality program which brings such benefit to the students of our state.
