KMTA presents two awards each year to members who are making contributions to our state 
organization and to the music profession overall. Forms and instructions are available at the KMTA 
website, ksmta.org. Individuals or associations nominating a teacher should submit the nomination 
forms and any supporting materials to Reena Berger. The postmark deadline for nominations is 
April 20 th, 2009. 
 
Outstanding Teacher Award: Anyone may nominate a teacher for this award: another teacher, a 
parent, a local teaching association, etc. One award may be given per year to an active KMTA 
member. This is considered to be a “local” award; a nominee who is active on the local level may 
receive this award, whether or not he/she has ever served on the state board. It focuses especially on 
the teaching aspect of a member’s activities. The award may be received more than once by a 
teacher. 
 
Outstanding Service Award: Only a KMTA board member or local association may nominate a 
teacher for this award. One award may be given per year to an active KMTA member. This is to be 
considered a “state” or “national” award; the winner of this award will be someone who has made 
significant contributions to the state organization or to MTNA or to the profession at large. The 
award focuses especially on the service aspect of a teacher’s role. The award may be received more 
than once by a teacher.

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Minutes of the Fall Board Meeting 
Kansas Music Teachers Association 

Lindquist Hall, Library Building 
September 26, 2008 

 
President Sharon Kriss called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.  After board members introduced 
themselves, Dr. Dan Masterson welcomed everyone to Lindsborg and the KMTA Conference. 
 
Minutes from the spring board meeting were approved as printed in the summer issue of the 
Update. 
 
Pat Ziegelmeier, Executive Secretary, presented complete financial reports and the proposed 
budget for the ’08-09 year.  Glenda Phillips moved that the reports be accepted as presented; 
Karen McClellan seconded the motion, and it carried.   
 
President Sharon Kriss reported on the MTNA Summit in Cincinnati.  She also mentioned some 
corrections on addresses for the KMTA Executive Board that were listed in the Update.  Dan 
Masterson should have been listed as the conference chair for 2008. 
 
Leonetta Bibby reported on Konza Opus 8.  Azure Henwood, SCKMTA President, reported on 
the local activities of their association. 
 
Cheryl Metcalf reported for the local association grant committee and stressed that associations 
who have received a grant need to get their report back to Lisa Studtmann, Local Association 
Chair, within 30 days after their event.   Checks for the grants will be presented at the general 
business meeting during conference.  Awards for this year are as follows:

Tim Shook reported on Miriam Overholt, our commissioned composer for this year, and 
encouraged everyone to hear her composition at our conference session on her work.

Buxton also reported on composition contests for students in Wichita. 
 
Dates and locations for spring board meeting were discussed.  It was decided to have the meeting 
on June 6th.  Trilla will check on a central site for the location—perhaps Kansas Wesleyan in 
Salina or Abilene. 
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Chair of nominations, Trilla Lyerla, presented the name of Nancy Blockcolsky for KMTA 
President Elect, and moved that we accept her for that position.  Glenda Phillips seconded the 
motion, and it passed. 
 
Natalie Wickham moved that we approve the addition of another website page dedicated to links 
deemed of interest to KMTA teachers.  The current links page will be retitled Affiliated 
Association Links.  Glenda Phillips seconded the motion, and it passed.  Links may be submitted 
for consideration to Technology Chair, Natalie Wickham, and will be added at her discretion. 
 
David Tauscher reported on the upcoming fall and state auditions.  Concerns with online 
enrollment for auditions were discussed.  An article will be in the Update about the availability 
of online registration. 
 
Julie Watson proposed that we raise the ad prices for conference and the Update.  After 
discussion by the Board, she moved that we adopt the following costs for ads which will also 
include a link on our website:

Glenda Phillips seconded the motion, and it passed. 
 
Trilla Lyerla moved that local associations would not have to pay for advertising for quarter page 
ads.  Any local association will be allowed a ¼ page ad if they so desire.  However, the rate for 
conference and Update ads will also apply to local associations if they have a half page or full 
page ad.  Linda Featherston seconded the motion, and it passed.  After more discussion, Nancy 
Blockcolsky proposed an amendment to the preceding motion that would allow local 
associations to extend or express their support for KMTA with a free text only message in all 
KMTA publications.  If local associations choose to purchase a quarter page ad or larger, they 
will pay 50% of the established rate.  Nancy moved that this amendment be accepted; Glenda 
Phillips seconded it, and it passed.  It was suggested that it would be helpful if a person could 
solicit ads for public relations and publications.  The consensus of the Board was to let Trilla 
know if anyone might be interested in doing this. 
 
Sue Ann Stutheit reported on Power of One, and advocacy was discussed by the Board. 
Trilla suggested that we should use the Update to honor people who are recognized through 
donations to Power of One. 
 
Julie Watson moved that we donate $25 each year to Power of One for each of the recipients of 
the outstanding teacher and outstanding teacher service awards.  The motion was seconded and 
passed.  A plan for use of the Power of One funds will be discussed at the spring board meeting.

After a lengthy discussion on dates, it was decided to hold 
the conference June 5 & 6 in Wichita.  In an executive decision, President Sharon Kriss said the 
spring board meeting will be held in conjunction with the conference in June.  Future meetings 
will be decided on at that time.  Lori mentioned several possibilities for conference and asked 
about flexibility on the banquet and other traditional events.  She will continue to work out the 
details.
